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Every now and then, students of the Wisdom Teachings when confronted with certain statements or concepts which they find repulsive have accused the originators as being unlovable, lacking compassion, not working with the substance of love, living in an ivory tower and not being in touch with reality, etc. These accusations have been particularly applied to the Master DK lately by some who take exception with certain texts in the Bailey books referring to certain races or nations. As a service for the group, and in order to clarify group thought, I have had a look at what Master DK has to say about “love”. 

The Law of Attraction and the Law of Love

The actual Law of Love as such is related specifically to humanity, and is a subsidiary law of the cosmic Law of Attraction and Repulsion. This latter law very simply, is this energy of the second divine aspect. It attracts and builds forms, and then repulses that which was attracted in the first place. 

There are three expressions of the Law of Love:  

“Love in the Personality, Love in the Ego, and Love in the Monad.  Love in the Personality gradually develops through the stages of love of self, pure and simple and entirely selfish, to love of family and friends, to love of men and women, until it arrives at the stage of love of humanity or group love consciousness which is the predominant characteristic of the Ego. Love in the Ego gradually develops from love of humanity into love universal..” TCF 593

What True Love is Not

It is a 6th ray astral solar-plexus expression. 
“The sixth Ray of devotion and the sixth law of love have a close alliance, and .. on the astral plane, the home of the desires, originate those feelings which we call personal love; in the lowest type of human being this shows itself as animal passion; as evolution proceeds it shows itself as a gradual expansion of the love faculty, passing through the stages of love of mate, love of family, love of surrounding associates, to love of one's entire environment; patriotism gives place later to love of humanity...” TCF 595

“The sixth ray expression of love is usually idealistic and fanatically applied; frequently, true love itself is lacking and there is the imposition upon others of what the person himself thinks is love.” DINA I 248

“Love for many people is.. a mixture of the desire to love and the desire to be loved, plus a willingness to do anything to show and evoke this sentiment, and consequently to be more comfortable in one's own interior life... It is this pseudo-love, based primarily on a theory of love and service, which characterises so many human relationships.. GWP 76-77

Sentiment - that emotional reaction which links all the members of a group together in the bonds of liking or disliking.. When that attitude exists, the first steps towards group fusion are absent. RI 209

Affection is not love. It is that desire which we express through an exertion of the astral body... This glamour of sentiment imprisons and bewilders.. imposing obligations which do not exist, and producing a glamour which must eventually be dissipated by the pouring in of true and selfless love. GWP 76-77  

Love.. is not the possession of a loving disposition. GWP 4-5

Love is not making the object of the love feel comfortable superficially..  it is not a personal matter. DINA II 683

Many people think that an emotional reaction and clamouring outcry of horror at what has overtaken the world (in WW2) indicates love and spiritual sensitivity. It is far more likely to indicate self-centredness and personal discomfort. EXH 381

What True (Ego) Love is 
It is a 2nd Ray heart expression.

It is by the attainment of the vibration which is analogous to the Ray of Love-Wisdom (the Divine Ray) that the Lords of Love are contacted, that the Masters of Compassion are known, and that the possibility of entering into the consciousnesses of the Great Ones and of all our brothers of whatsoever degree, becomes a fact in manifestation. LOM 258
The quality most mentioned in the following definitions is Ray2 INCLUSIVENESS. The distinguishing traits between true love and pseudo love, is that the former is inclusive and universal, and is intelligently or wisely applied. The latter is personal and focuses on the few, ignoring all human souls to focus on the suffering of just one nation or people. 

The keynote of Love in its hierarchical sense—free from sentiment, emotion and personal emphasis—a love that sacrifices and understands, that acts with strength and decision, and that works on behalf of the whole and not in the interests of any group or individual. EXH 555

The man who loves his fellowmen is mentally poised and intelligently working; he is mobilising all his forces for the service of the hour. A truly compassionate heart is not emotional. EXH 381

the spontaneous desirelessness of the soul which asks nothing for the separated self.  GWP 76-77

Universal Love.. is, predominantly an identification with all beings.  GWP 3

Love.. is that synthetic, inclusive grasp of the life and needs of all beings (I have chosen these two words with intent!) GWP 4-5

[Some] think that as long as the aspirant has achieved a measure of tolerance, of kindness, devotion, sympathy, idealism, patience and perseverance he has fulfilled the major requirements.. but to these qualities must be added an intelligent understanding and a mental unfoldment which will lead to a sane and intelligent cooperation with the plans for humanity. It is the balance of head and heart that is required.. FBC 24

The thinking man, in his process of training, but who is still largely governed by his emotions, is exceedingly prone to glamour, and very often to the glamour of a sentimental so-called loving attitude. These people do not realise that love is a process of determining action on the basis of the ultimate good of the individual or the group.. EXH 432

Love is not being Neutral, Pacifist, or ‘sitting on the fence’
To those who believe that politics and spirituality don’t mix, or that to give voice to violations of human rights is not being loving, I quote the following from DK: 

 “Would you have me at this time of planetary crisis refrain from direct speech.. withhold the truth.. when perhaps the very possibility of [the] world trembles in the balance? Would you have me present the attitude of the Hierarchy as.. remaining passive in the face of the death struggle of human liberty, of life, conscience and mind?  .. pacifism has no place in its ranks... The forces of death are abroad today, but it is the death of liberty, the death of free speech, the death of freedom in human action, the death of truth and of the higher spiritual values [these the disciples of the world must stand up and fight for]. EXH 232

In the meantime, the entire force of the Hierarchy is thrown on the side of the nations struggling to free humanity, and on the side of those in any nation who thus work. If being on the side of goodness and freedom is deemed detrimental to the spiritual issues, then the Hierarchy will work to change the attitude of people as to what is spiritual. DINA I 785
