I. Its effect in matter.

1. Dissociation of atoms.

1. We find here a rather detailed description of the Law of Economy and its subsidiary laws. A careful analysis of this material should help us discuss the Law of Economy with greater intelligence and in detail.

2. We note that the Law of Repulsion is sometimes considered part of Law of Attraction (and Repulsion) and is, thus, the related to the second aspect of divinity. Here we find it as a subsidiary to the law of the third aspect—the Law of Economy. Repulsion as it acts in relation to the third aspect of divinity works in the realm of matter and form. Repulsion as it acts in relation to the second aspect is, for humanity, particularly embodied in the Law of Repulse (the fourth Law of the Soul), and its purpose is to enhance the quality of soul consciousness and expression. One method by which this is accomplished is to expel matter of lesser quality and to attract matter of higher quality to be built into the vehicles for soul expression. Thus, attraction and repulsion serve the building process related to God the Son Who manifests the second divine aspect.

I. ITS EFFECT IN MATTER

This law is the law governing the matter aspect of manifestation, and is the law characterising the work of the third Logos, and of the entities who are the embodiment of His will and the agents of His purposes.

3. Each of the great cosmic Entities has many subsidiary entities to carry out His purpose. Each such great Entity is a Hierarchy served by many subservient beings.

  Each of the great cosmic Entities who take form as the three Logoi, is distinguished by different methods of activity, which might be described thus:

4. Interestingly even a Planetary Logos can be considered a cosmic entity. The cosmic Entities here considered are the three major subsidiary aspects of the Solar Logos.

5. There are also extra-systemic Cosmic Logoi of whom the intra-systemic Logoi are aspects or expressions.

6. VSK would have us note the phrase: “Each of the great cosmic Entities who take form as the three Logoi”, and queries, “Who are the Entities if not the Logoi whom we refer to as Them?” 
The third Aspect or Brahma aspect of the activities of those Entities who are His expression, is characterised by that method in the distribution of matter which we call the Law of Economy.

7. All entities under the third great Logos are subject to the Law of Economy.

8. We note that this Law is called a “method in the distribution of matter”. This method of distribution follows what we might call the “line of least resistance”.

  It is the law governing the scattering of the atoms of matter and their dissociation from one another, wide distribution, vibratory rhythm, [Page 215] heterogeneity and quality and their inherent rotary action.

9. Let us tabulate that which the Law of Economy governs.

a. The scattering of the atoms of matter

b. The dissociation of the atoms of matter from each other

c. The wide distribution of the atoms of matter

d. The vibratory rhythm of the atoms of matter

e. The heterogeneity of the atoms of matter

f. The quality of the atoms of matter

g.  The inherent rotary action of the atoms of matter

  This Law of Economy causes matter always to follow the line of least resistance, and is the basis of the separative action of atomic matter.

10. We must examine the concept of the “line of least resistance”. When acting under such a tendency, matter does not seek to combine in any relationship which requires extra effort or sustenance. Instead, matter follows lines of action which are freest from any possibility of friction. In following such lines, matter serves no higher principle. The following of higher principles would demand of matter the expenditure of additional energy.

11. When the results of following the line of least resistance are translated into human terms, we often call people who act exclusively in this manner “unprincipled”. They do what is old, easy, familiar, habitual, expedient, and do not attempt to act according to principle (at least, according to the newer principles exemplified in this solar system—Love and Will). Such ‘principled’ action would necessitate greater friction and greater expenditure of energy.

12. The implication here is that the line of least resistance leads to “separative action” because new and increasingly integrative relationships require increased labor.

  It governs matter, the opposite pole of spirit.

13. A pole is one of two aspects of a duality. Poles represent opposite qualities that are attracted to each other. When poles fuse and blend wholeness is created. Spirit and matter are two aspects of one whole; in fact, they are each other at different points or angles of divine perception.

The second Aspect, the building, or Vishnu aspect, is governed by the Law of Attraction;

14. To build is to arrange or place in constructive relationship. Of course building can be badly done, but it is assumed that the second aspect logoic will build wisely according to the Divine Archetype.

 the activities of the entities who embody this aspect are directed to the attracting of matter to Spirit, and the gradual approximation of the two poles.
15. Let us list the objectives of those entities who embody the Law of Attraction:

a. Their activities are directed to the attracting of matter to Spirit

b. Their activities are directed to the approximation of the two poles

16. The entities embodying the second aspect of divinity are not essentially engaged in the process of facilitating the attraction of matter to matter or of form to form (though when the Law of Attraction is prostituted to material ends it would appear so).

17. Rather these entities exert on both poles an attractive effect which seeks to bring the poles together.

18. Really, Spirit, soul and matter are all one ‘something’—i.e., Life/Being/Reality. They are all the ‘One Thing’ as revealed at graduated stages of perception. The perception of a great Entity or Logos is entirely different from the perception of even an advanced man; perception of reality is correspondingly different.

  It results in cohesion, in the production of congeries of atoms in various formations, and this attraction is brought about by the attractive power of Spirit itself.
19. The planet Jupiter is one of the foremost representatives of the Law of Attraction. Jupiter is a major planet of cohesion. The second systemic law (closely associated with Jupiter) is the Law of Cohesion.

20. Venus, too, is involved in inducing cohesive effect.

21. Just as the first aspect of divinity is the cause of the magnetism (so often associated merely with the second aspect), so the “attractive power of Spirit itself” is the cause of the attraction exemplified by the Law of Attraction.

22. The Law of Attraction negates the tendency of atoms to, as it were, ‘stay in their own whirl’ (or pattern of rotary motion)!

23. Relationship is energetically demanding. The line of least resistance is to remain what one is without changing what one is under the demands of relationship. Or, shall we say—to preserve one’s established pattern of activity without chaining that pattern for the purpose of relating or relating in a new way? In short, true relationship demands change from the atomic units who or which engage in the relationship.

  It shows itself in:

1. Association,

24. “Association” suggests frequent and repeated contact. The stage of complete non-association or disassociation is chaos.
2. Form building,

25. This suggests the gathering of atoms and their sustained association through the holding of ‘position’ relative to each other.

3. Adaptation of form to vibration,

26. This means adaptation of a form to vibrations which come from outside the form. Whenever there is an engagement with that which lies outside the form, there is at least incipient relationship. For practical purposes, all influence is vibratory influence.

27. In any successfully self-sustaining form there is also adaptation of the form to the vibrations occurring within the form—vibrations generated by the units included within the form.

4. Relative homogeneity of group unity,

28. This is not a complete homogeneity as will be found within the state of pure Spirit. It is the kind of homogeneity (a relative kind) that induced by harmony and not by identicality.

5. Cyclic spiralling movement.

29. Such movement is a movement towards Spirit, while respecting the limiting assimilative capacities of form. Cyclicity promotes assimilative capacity. Form cannot absorb powerful new influences all at once without suffering great stress or even destruction.

30. Spiral cyclic movement presumes the attraction of atoms to a central atom of greater potency, and the movement of the attracted atom, not only around the central atom, but along with the central atom as it is attracted directly to its inspiring, attractive center. Without the expedient of relationship sustained by the Law of Attraction, spiral-cyclic movement could not occur. In other words, spiral cyclic movement requires, minimally, a duality; rotary motion characteristic of the third aspect does not.

The line of least resistance is not the law for this aspect.

31. Here is the main distinction between the movement pertaining to the previous solar system (occurring under the Law of Economy) and that pertaining to the present solar system (operating under the Law of Attraction).

  The attractive power of Spirit in form-building, and in the adaptation of the form to the need, is the secret of the pain and resistance in the world;

32. Spirit enfolds the Fixed Design which is the intended Archetype. Regardless of prevailing magnetisms within the world of matter and existing forms, Spirit has its own design, and insists that material units and forms be moved accordingly—at least eventually.

33. This movement under the demand of Spirit will cause the breaking of established bonds and the forging of new bonds, which may, at the time, appear and feel difficult.

34. Adaptation is not always harmonious from the perspective of matter/form. As lower principles are superseded by higher principles, the entities representing the lower principles frequently experience pain.

 pain is only caused by resistance, and is a necessary phase in the process of evolution.

35. On our planet of suffering, pain is inevitable. This is so, we are told, for Mars and Saturn as well.

36. Resistance is caused by existing attractions between energies bonded in conditioned patterns--patterns which are called upon to change under the attractive power of Spirit. In the process of change a rending, ripping or tearing process is experienced by elements within the bonded patterns. The ‘tearing’ of an established pattern is inherently painful. Pain arises when a unity is forcibly compelled to become a duality.

37. We learn that, on our planet at least, there can be no evolution unless pre-existing resistance is overcome by the power of the intended Fixed Design of Spirit.

  This law of attraction is the law governing the Spirit, the opposite pole of matter.

38. This is an interesting idea and must be compared with the thought that the Law of Synthesis is primarily the Law governing the Spirit.

39. However, the Law of Attraction is simply a special case of the Law of Synthesis. That the Law of Attraction governs Spirit at this time is due to the fact that the present solar system is the second of three major solar systems through which our Solar Logos manifests, and is governed by the Law of Attraction.

40. From another perspective, the Tibetan seems to be linking Spirit (which usually represents the first aspect of divinity) with the second aspect. This linking may be related to the thought that in our solar system, planetary electric fire is but an aspect of solar systemic solar fire.

41. In man, that which we call Spirit is the Monad found on the second of the cosmic physical subplanes, and is thus linked to the second aspect. This is true, in a sense, of our Solar Logos. There is no true expression of the first divine aspect and the first ray in our present second ray solar system.

42. VSK suggests an analogy: line/wire resistance is what causes light in electrical circuits. Pain causes light, enlightenment. 

43. Little as we might like to acknowledge it, on our planet at least, the induction of pain and the emergence of enlightenment are inescapably related. This will naturally change as conditioned magnetic patterns begin to resemble the Fixed Design of the second major solar system rather than the Fixed Design of the first major solar system.

The first Aspect, or the will to exist, is governed by the Law of Synthesis, and the activities of the cosmic entities who are its embodiments are governed by the law of enforced unity, and of essential homogeneity. 

44. These are very interesting words. The Tibetan calls the first aspect of divinity the “will to exist”. Elsewhere, the phrase “will to be” is used. We note that in this section He does not speak specifically of the Spirit.

45. Important secondary descriptions are given to amplify the meaning of the Law of Synthesis. It is called:

a. The Law of Enforced Unity

b. The Law of Essential Homogeneity

46. The relative homogeneity of group unity is not the same as the “enforced unity” which occurs under the Law of Synthesis. Enforced unity tolerates no differences. 

47. Disastrous mistakes are made when that which should be applied to the level of Spirit (where essential identicality is possible) is applied fields of secondary expression which demand variety. Totalitarianism is the result. The Spiritual Hierarchy of our planet demands the defeat of totalitarianism and works toward this end.

48. On the highest planes, essential homogeneity exists. How rapidly the recognition of that essential homogeneity can be impressed upon the more diversified lower planes is a question left (on our plane) to shamballic timing.

 It is the law that eventually comes into play after spirit and matter are blending, and adapting themselves each to each;

49. This means that “enforced unity” will not come successfully into play until the third initiation is passed (after which point “spirit and matter are blending and adapting themselves each to each”).

 it governs the eventual synthesis of Self with Self, and finally with the All-Self, and also of essence with essence in contra-distinction to the synthesis of matter and Spirit.  

50. We are given an important distinction. The second Law, the Law of Attraction, facilitates the merging of matter and Spirit. A kind of synthesis is involved in this merging, but not the synthesis which pertains to the Law of Synthesis.

51. It becomes clear that the Law of Synthesis deals with essence, with Self, with the ultimate reality of Being.
52. These distinctions are subtle. The term Spirit is (in the foregoing sentences) used in relation to the Law of Attraction. The Law of Synthesis, however, is definitely related to the Spirit (here called the “Self” or the “All-Self”), and under its influence Spirit is attracted to Spirit and not to matter.

53. Can we recognize in our own lives the functioning of either of these two Laws in the ways they are here described?

54. VSK suggests that it would be interesting to contemplate “enforced unity” in terms of political systems. 

55. May it be suggested that the twentieth century has witness the imposition of “enforced unity” in relation to certain forms of Communism (the Soviet Union under Stalin, early Communist China, and, more recently, Cambodia under Pol Pot) and Fascism (the Nazi state)? There are certainly other examples.

56. VSK further suggests: “Spirit and matter are the key duad in the commonly found reference to ‘blue and orange’ blending and merging.”
57. Below are the modes which demonstrate under the Law of Synthesis.

It demonstrates as:
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1. Abstraction,

58. The Self or Spirit is essentially abstracted from all confinement in matter.

2. Spiritual liberation,

59. The Spirit or Self seeks its freedom from the confining influence of matter/form. The laws of matter/form can no longer constrain Spirit.

3. Destruction of form through the withdrawal of Spirit (the Destroyer aspect)

60. The form-based magnetic attractions between the units which comprise form are destroyed when Spirit refocuses in its own essence.

4. Absolute homogeneity and absolute essential unity,

61. We probably cannot conceive of these states. A mental approximation is probably all that is presently possible. 

62. It is clear that the stage of relative homogeneity or group unity is necessary before absolute homogeneity or absolute essential unity can be assayed or appreciated.

5. Progressive forward motion.

63. When all within the field are as one, movement can be undertaken with one purpose and intent.

64. The coherent magnetism existent within the synthesized, homogeneous unit will be directed towards a single objective (a king of ‘Great Attractor’)  and not to various magnetisms pulling in a number of directions.

65. It is to be solved how revolution around an attractive center and a straight progression towards a magnetic goal can be simultaneously accomplished.

66. Thoughts of the Great Attractor enter. If a series of ever greater magnetic, ‘nuclear’ centers are all aimed directly at reaching one Great Center, the problem of simultaneous revolution and progression is solved.

67. Let us think for a moment: we can imagine that our planet is revolving around our Sun which, itself, is directed with progressive motion towards an attractor. This is simple enough to imagine and seems to give the resolution to the problem of simultaneous revolution and progression. But what if our Sun is not only progressing directly towards that attractor but is simultaneously revolving around a center greater than itself. Then the forward progression of our Sun would depend upon a similar forward progression of the center around which it is revolving, etc., etc.

Thus can be seen the wonderful synthesis brought about by the evolutionary working of these three cosmic laws,—each of them embodying the mode of work of certain cosmic Entities or Existences.  The final two will be taken up in their right place.  Now we will touch but briefly upon the law of matter, that of Economy.

68. The subject is well described. Each of the three cosmic laws embodies a “mode of work” of certain cosmic Entities or Existences.

69. These existences may be intra-systemic or extra systemic.

70. Hopefully, we can memorize the types of motion associated with each of the cosmic laws for they are clearly detailed above.

71. The book A Treatise on Cosmic Fire is designed in such a manner that that Law of Attraction and the Law of Synthesis will be dealt with in succession and later in the book. We are still in that section of the book dealing with material fires—the Fires of Matter.

This is the law that lies back of what has been mistakenly called "The Fall" by religious writers, by which is defined in reality the involutionary process, cosmically considered.  
72. VSK suggests that we reinforce in mind this simple emotive–free definition of ‘the fall’ as a necessary involutionary process.   

73. VSK inquires: “Are there are several ‘falls’ though—some rightful, some failures?”  
74. There is a basis for this point of view. Some “falls” are by design and others by mistake. The kind of “fall” which the “Sin of the Mindless” represented was avoidable had certain of the higher entities fulfilled their task completely. The descent of the Solar Angels into association with the lower worlds (another kind of “fall”) was all under the planetary Divine Plan and was a ‘rightful descent’ rather than a “fall” in the pejorative sense.

75. We note that in discussing the “fall”, it is being considered from a “cosmic” perspective. One wonders in this regard about the “fall” of angels of vast scope and power, who could supply or generate the causal bodies for such great entities as Planetary Logoi and Solar Logoi.

It led to a sevenfold differentiation in the matter of the system. 

76. The “fall” as here described seems to be another name for the First Outpouring, occurring under the Law of Economy. Fohat/Brahma’s descent promoting the differentiation of root matter (either at the beginning of our solar system, or, on a far vaster scale—cosmically) can be judged as a “fall”.

77. From another perspective, the separation (in consciousness) of matter from Spirit (through emanation) can be considered another type of “fall”. Another way of expressing this is: the generation of modes of matter through the descent of Fohat into and through Mulaprakriti, can be considered a “fall”. 

 Just as the Law of Attraction led to the sevenfold psychic differentiation of the Sons of Mind, and the Law of Synthesis results in the sevenfold perfection of the same Manasaputras,
78. The sevenfold psychic differentiation involves the Seven Rays—the Seven Ray Lords on planetary and solar systemic levels. The Sons of Mind (whether human or planetary—i.e., whether human manasaputras or divine Manasaputras) are qualified under the Law of Attraction.

79. This psychic differentiation can be related to the monadic plane with its seven great qualitative spheres. Check the map, TCF 344, for a higher, through revelatory, correspondence.

80. We note that another name for the “Sons of Mind” is “Manasaputras”. Sons of Mind and Manasaputras exist on the intra-planetary level and on solar systemic levels. Sometimes the word “divine” is added to indicate the Manasaputras who are Planetary Logoi. .

81. Man is both a Son of Mind and a Manasaputra.

82. Just as the Seven Ray Lords represent the sevenfold psychic differentiation of the Sons of Mind, so the Seven Spirits of Darkness represent the monadic aspect of the Manasaputras which are to be perfected.

83. The matter is complicated: there are Seven Sons/Brothers of Fohat, Seven Ray Lords and Seven Spirits of Darkness. It would appear that, while they are differentiated septenates (each of them sevenfold in its own right), they may also be triple aspects of one solar systemic septenate. Further research is needed to clarify the matter.

84. Perfection is ‘of the Spirit’.

 so we have an interesting connection between

The seven planes, or the seven grades of matter.

85. We are speaking of the seven major and forty-nine lesser differentiations of matter on the cosmic physical plane—these differentiations caused by the action of Fohat—that cosmic Lord of Fire.

The seven Heavenly Men, the seven Divine Manasaputras, or the seven types of wisdom-love.

86. We note that the word “Divine” is here used, indicating the seven planetary Ray Lords, the Seven Divine Kumaras, the Planetary Logoi.

87. We also note that the term “wisdom-love” is used instead of “love-wisdom”. This cannot be accidental. It must involve the thought that the primary quality of the Planetary Logoi is wisdom rather than love.

88. Though the term “wisdom” is related to the second aspect of divinity, it also has a direct relation to the first aspect. This is evident in the nature of the Buddha, “Lord of Wisdom”—a second ray soul who is, because of His wisdom, directly related to Shamballa—representing on our planet the first aspect.

89. VSK asks us to think of the loveliness shown here in defining all as subrays of indigo-blue. 
The seven qualities of wisdom, which are produced by the cosmic entities, the Kumaras by the aid of knowledge through the medium of matter.

90. In this case the Seven Kumaras are Planetary Logoi and are considered “cosmic entities”, even though they are intra-systemic. Their higher principles, however, are located on cosmic planes. Interestingly, man is scheduled to take a “cosmic initiation”—his fifth.

91. Note the connection between matter, knowledge and wisdom—wisdom being the result of the blending of the workings of knowledge through the medium of matter.

92. Is it justifiable to link the Seven Kumaras with the seven Creative Hierarchies mapped in Esoteric Astrology pp. 34, 35?

93. The Planetary Logoi here referenced as Kumaras are those which are mapped on the second subplane of the cosmic physical plane, TCF 344.

94. It would be interesting if Master DK specified the “seven qualities of wisdom”. Would they be different from the seven qualities of love-wisdom, or the seven qualities of love?

This Law of Economy has several subsidiary laws which govern its effects on the different grades of matter. 

95. Re-listing these subsidiary laws we have:

1. The law of vibration.

2. The law of adaptation.

3. The law of repulsion.

4. The law of friction.

96. One wonders whether these subsidiary laws might correlate respectively with the numbers four, five, six and seven (numbers assigned to the Rays of Attribute)—all of them subsidiary to the number three (the number representing the lowest of the Rays of Aspect).

97. Vibration correlates well with the fluctuating fourth ray; adaptation correlates with the intelligent fifth ray; repulsion correlates with the passionate sixth ray, known for its extreme loves and hates; and friction with the seven ray, the stasis of which (its settled condition) brings about friction when change would occur.

98. There are, however, other ray assignments possible.

As said before, this is the Law swept into action by the sounds as uttered by the Logos.

99. Although it is the Law of Attraction (under Vishnu the “Divine Singer”) which has most to do with sound—the Law of Economy is swept into action by “sounds as uttered by the Logos”. Note the plural—the word “sounds”, suggesting not just the Divine Word, but a number of words.

100. We read of “The logoic triple Word…The third plane…The Sound A U M” in connection with the Third Logos. (TCF 927) Please reference pp. 926-928 for an amazing section related to the Sound/Word and its descent into matter of every greater density.

  The Sacred Word, or the uttered Sound of the Creator, exists in different forms, and though in reality but one Word, has several syllables.

101. We note that the “Sacred Word” is a “Sound”. The equivalence is important.

102. How many are “several”? May we assume that there is one syllable for each of the seven systemic planes?

103. We note that the Sacred Word is not simply thought; it is uttered.
104. We note, in relation to the Word, that  the many (or at least the several) are really the one.
The syllables all together form a solar [Page 217] phrase; 

105. The “solar phrase” can reasonably be related to the “sonata of this solar system” which is being composed by our Solar Logos (cf. LOM 4)

106. Sanat Kumara is also at work upon a great musical composition—albeit on a planetary scale.

separated they form certain words of power, producing different effects. 92
107. Presumably these words of power created by the separation of the several syllables of the “solar phrase”, would be words of power on each of the seven planes.

108. One wonders in this connection about the musical pitch which may be related to each of these several words of power.

109. VSK refers us to the TCF reference on divine words, sentences phrases, songs, etc. on various levels. This is a key ‘table’ and is found in TCF 926-928. The term “syllable” referring to atmic and buddhic planes, the AUM and ‘seven syllabled word’. Different multiples of seven relate to different systemic planes. Thirty-five relates to stanzas and to the mental plane; forty-two to the astral; forty-nine to the physical. Thus, by inference,  twenty-eight may relate to the buddhic level, twenty-one to the atmic, fourteen to the monadic, seven to the logoic.  

110. VSK notes that the first and second ray words of power (in relation to the antahkarana process) and which are the only two given, have just four syllables (UKRTAPKLSTI, SXPRULXS); this is probably because we are currently experiencing the fourth round in our chain.
111. Perhaps VSK can share her method of counting the syllables of these words, if indeed these are the words of power she is referencing.

Footnote 92
..."the Veda, the world song in human sound that was given to man for his use metaphysically from the standpoint of its meaning, and magically from the standpoint of its proper recitation.

112. We see that in this reference metaphysics refers to meaning (this is the third ray aspect); magic relates to recitation and incantation (the seventh ray aspect). Magic very much involves the active use of the throat center.

113. It is fascinating to consider the definition of the Veda here given: “the world song in human sound”. This suggests that through the medium of human sound, it is possible to capture certain aspects of the Divine Word.

  The world song obeying certain laws of proportions or the Pythagorean arithmetic and imparting its thrilling effect to the domain of cosmic substance, has induced the latter into a crystallisation process that the philosopher Plato called the geometry of the cosmos.
114. From the Pythagorean, Platonic perspective, geometry is a crystallization of the world song.

115. The laws and proportions here indicated are not only those of arithmetic but those of music.

116. The effect of the Divine Design upon cosmic substance is “thrilling”.
  The various forms that are observed from a molecule of salt crystal to the wonderfully complex organism of the human body are all the structures of the great cosmic geometriser known as Viswakarma, the deva carpenter in our Puranic writings.  

117. We have an interesting equivalence in terms. The Cosmic Geometriser is the Second Ray Lord, the Great Geometrician and Viswakarma the Deva Carpenter.

118. All forms are created by the divine geometrization impelled by the Divine Word/Song.

The revealed Veda whose function is to trace out the cosmos from one basic sound substance symbolised as Om,

119. The OM is simply the symbol of the Great Word.

120. We note that the originating Sound/Word is called the “one basic sound substance”. The substantial nature of sound is ever to be remembered.

 necessarily split itself into a primal three, a subsequent seven vowels and then into seven notes and then into seven combinations of the seven notes on a basic three and then into hymns.

121. In relation to the foregoing, we should review TCF 926-928.

122. The vision is one of descent from the One to the few to the many—through triplicities and septenates.

123. Just are there are three primary colors, we may expect three primary notes and three primary vowels. It would seem that the “A” and the “U” are among them. The “O” may be another. The “A” sums to the number one. The “O” (whose number is fifteen) to the number six, representing the monadic or sixth plane, from below. The “U” is the twenty-first letter of the English Alphabet and its number is three. This is fitting as the three is related to the planet Saturn (whose monadic ray is the third), the ruler of the third or atmic plane.

  All these falling into the material field of the consonants, gradually produced the manifested crystallised forms which are collectively taken as the universe.

124. Consonants are crystallizations; vowels are qualities needing the ‘container’ provided by consonants.

125. The universe is a congery of “manifested crystallise forms”. 

126. Vowels, notes and combinations of notes all fall into the material field of consonants to create the crystallized geometry of the universe.

  The world to a thinker is the magic motion produced by the Orphean singer or the Hindu Saraswati...."

127. We have another equivalence. The Lord Vishnu (the Divine Singer and Second Ray Lord) is Orpheus (divinely considered) and the Hindu Saraswati.

128. Have we (students of occultism) considered the world as a “magic motion”—as motion proceeding according to magical law and all based upon the combinations and permutations of sound emanating from the Great Singer?

"In the Vishnu Purana, second part, you will see that the power that resides in the sun is represented as the three-sided Vedic power, that the power as Rik creates, as Yajus preserves and as Sama destroys. 

129. Our Sun is a ‘triple Sun’ and thus three-sided.

130. Brahma, Vishnu and Shiva—the Creator, Preserver and Destroyer, can be considered from the Vedic perspective: Rik/Brahma/Creator; Yajus/Vishnu/Preserver: Sama/Shiva/Destroyer. The similarity between Sama and Shiva is interesting.

 Rik is therefore the creative song of the Devas in the Sun.

131. The Devas represent the creative aspect.

  Yajus the song of preservation and Sama the song of destruction of the Devas in the sun and construction of the Devas in the moon.

132. An interesting inversion of our usual occult point of view is here presented.

133. Interestingly in this context, the Moon is considered constructive. Sama seems to include both solar destruction and lunar construction. In many ways, India (subject to great extremes of heat) has considered Moon beneficent and the Sun, maleficent.

  Rik therefore is the song of the Devas and Sama the song of the Pitris and Yajua the intermediate song.

134. The writer discriminates Devas from Pitris. The Pitris, in this context, are the more destructive. Yet, in occultism, we recognize the supreme value to human evolution of the Solar Pitris, the Solar Angels.

  The functions of the Vedas must of course vary according to the standpoint.  If you take the Pitris, Sama is their constructive song, and Rik is their destructive note.

135. The author gives the perspective of the Pitris. For them what is usually considered destructive is constructive.

136. By “Pitris” (in the section immediately above) one can suppose that lunar Pitris are meant.

  The three Vedas correspond to every trinity in Nature and I request you will search for further information in the much abused Puranas...."

"Of the various karmic agencies wielded by man in the way of moulding himself and surroundings, sound or speech is the most important, for, to speak is to work in ether which of course rules the lower quaternary or elements, air, fire, water and earth.

137. Speech (related as it is to the third and seventh rays) has an immediate physical effect on the four elements.

138. If the elements are modes of motion, it is illuminating to consider them as etheric rather than physical. There are, after all, four ethers and four elements.

  Human sound or language contains therefore all the elements required to move the different classes of Devas and those elements are of course the vowels and the consonants.

139. Here is the very basis of the magical art as it relates to the etheric-physical plane. There is, of course, as any student of A Treatise on White Magic will know, an entire mental-‘soular’ aspect to this magical work.

  The details of the philosophy of sound in its relation to the devas who preside over the subtle world, belong to the domain of true Mantra Sastra which of course is in the hands of the knowers."—From Some Thoughts on the Gita.

140. Mantra Sastra was once probably in our hands. The opportunities for abuse are, however, far too great to allow an immediate resurrection of this great science.

141. In our preparation for the restoration of Mantra Sastra, we must learn the loving, constructive use of thought and speech. This is difficult enough for the average aspirant/disciple.

The great WORD that peals through one hundred years of Brahma or persists in reverberation throughout a solar system, is the sacred sound of A U M.  In differentiation and as heard in time and space, each of those three mystic letters stands for the first letter of a subsidiary phrase, consisting of various sounds.  

142. The chakra most related to the Law of Economy is the throat chakra, ruled primarily by the third ray and later by the second—both of these rays having to do with physical speech.

143. We note that the pealing forth of the great WORD never relents during the entire one hundred years of Brahma. Should there be the slightest hiatus in its sounding, the entire universe would disappear at the moment the hiatus began.

144. The word A U M is described variously as a great and fundamental WORD, and also as the Word of the third aspect, a material Word—of which AMEN is a corruption.

145. Here the universal nature of this WORD is described.

146. We see the power of differentiation at work for each of the three letters—A, U and M—as the first letter of a subsidiary phrase (of how many syllables?). Do we reach the twenty-one in this manner? It would seem there is a strong possibility (though not necessarily) through division into three parts of seven each. The Tibetan’s text below will explain the mode of division and the number of syllables.

One letter, with a sequence of four sounds, makes up the vibration or note of Brahma, which is the intelligence aspect dominant in matter.

147. Here we realize that we would have been incorrect to assume that each letter of the A U M would be followed by six other letters/syllables to make the necessary twenty-one divisions. The first letter is followed by four sounds, making five sounds in all to be related to the note of Brahma. 

148. The first letter of this division of the threefold sound will be the “M” with four sounds following. 

149. May we call the “sequence of four sounds” a ‘sequence of four syllables’?

150. We are discussing the Brahma-aspect of Divinity. Each of the four sounds corresponds, it would seem, with one of the four Rays of Attribute, and also with one of the four elements. The “M”, we may infer, stands for the third ray and for the element “aether”.

  Hence the mystery hidden in [Page 218] the pentagon, in the fifth principle of mind, and in the five planes of human evolution. 

151. We are speaking of the Mystery of Brahma—fivefold Brahma.

152. But why use the term “mystery”? Perhaps because the mysterious Creative Hierarchy, the Makara, is also implicated.

153. The pentagon, the fifth principle of mind and the five planes of human evolution are all associated with the Makara.

154. The origin of this fifth principle is the cosmic mental plane which, for man today, is a source deeply mysterious. Perhaps for the Buddha (capable of a “cosmic touch”) it was not quite so mysterious.

155. If the pentagon is an aspect of the mystery, so must be the dodecahedron with his twelve pentagonal faces.

 These five letters when sounded forth on the right note, give the key to the true inwardness of matter and also to its control,—this control being based on the right interpretation of the Law of Economy.

156. We have five letters (or syllables) presumably to be sounded forth on five notes. It is also possible (though I think less likely) that the five letters are all to be sounded forth on the same note.

157. What is the “true inwardness of matter”? May we call it the derivation (from the various planes of the five planes of human and superhuman evolution) of what is normally called matter—really gross matter? The gross matter of the physical plane is an externalization of various inward states of vibration, which states may be revealed by the five letters. Thus the “inwardness of matter” may represent states of vibration which substand what we normally call matter. These states are from the occult perspective also material, though are, more accurately, to be called “substantial”.

158. When thinking of the control of matter, we may with justification think of the control of the usual four elements by the first of the five elements, the Brahmic factor or aether—ruled, interestingly, by Saturn, the planet of control.

159. The number five symbolizes five planes beginning with the atmic. The atmic plane of spiritual will is also a plane of willful control.

160. The number five is under explanation, and we are perhaps being given some idea of the powers of a Master—characterized as He is by the number five.
Another phrase, this time of seven letters, or a letter for each of the seven Heavenly Men, embodies the sound or note of the Vishnu aspect, the second aspect logoic, the form-building aspect.

161. As Brahma and the first solar system are associated with the number five, so Vishnu and the second solar system are associated with seven.
162. There is a very close relation between the second and seventh rays (as exemplified in the case of Jupiter). The second and seventh rays are both building and geometrizing rays.

163. The Seven Heavenly Men are all Dragons of Wisdom representing the second aspect of divinity.

  By its correct or partial sounding, by its complete or incomplete reverberation, are the forms built and adapted.

164. Are forms completed and perfected or not? This will depend upon whether the phrase connected with the Vishnu aspect is correctly and completely sounded or partially/incompletely sounded.

  The Law of Attraction finds expression in the manipulation of matter and its welding into form for the use of Spirit.

165. We note how the Law of Attraction works. Under this Law matter is manipulated (so the third aspect of divinity—the Manipulator—is embraced), and then welded into form (involving Vulcan in His building aspect). Unless matter is welded into form (under Vulcan’s strong first and second ray energies) it will not hold for the use of Spirit.

166. The progression is as follows: from matter to form to Spirit. Progressively, these three represent the third, second and first aspects of divinity.

Then a third Word or phrase is added to the other two, completing the entire Word logoic and producing consummation.  It is a Word of nine letters, making therefore the twenty-one sounds (5 + 7 + 9) of this solar system.

167. The Word Logoic is a threefold Word with twenty-one parts or letters/syllables.

168. Nine is the number of the solar system to come and (in this context) of the first or Shiva aspect of divinity.

169. The nine are the three, for each member of a triplicity is a trinity; and the three are the one.

170. Because nine is the number of the next solar system, we can see that only then will consciousness be fulfilled through the pervasiveness of the nine initiations. Nine is also the number of consciousness.

171. In a way, we are still in the solar system of the God the Son, and, thus, of the form-builder. Interior fulfillment must wait until the next (and is it the last?) solar system in this series.

  The final nine sounds produce spiritual synthesis, and the dissociation of the spirit from the form.

172. Since nine is the number of completion leading to the number one/ten, nine is also the number of “spiritual synthesis”—before re-commencement.

173. Just as at the ninth initiation the essence of the Monad is dissociated from the cosmic physical plane, so it may be said that the nine sounds produce the “dissociation of the spirit from the form”.

174. When we think of the nine sounds, we are reminded of the ninefold division of rays/aspects potential within the spiritual triad (TCF 177).

175. The seven, on the other hand, contributes to the perfection of the form and to the union of matter/form and Spirit.

  We have a correspondence in the nine Initiations, each initiation marking a more perfect union of the Self with the All-Self, and a further liberation from the trammels of matter.

176. At each initiation, perhaps a reverberation of the ninefold phrase occurs.

177. Thus far we have a Word in three parts with a total of twenty-one letters or syllables. 

178. The twenty-one of the three solar systems is derived in another way below—TCF 574:

Each note has six subtones, which, with the first, make the seven; the Law of Vibration, therefore, comprises eighteen lesser vibrations and three major, making the twenty-one of our three systems.  Two multiplied by nine (2x9), makes the necessary eighteen, which is the key number of our love system.  Twenty-seven holds hid the mystery of the third system. (TCF 574)

179. From another perspective however, our second solar system is said to have a key number of eighteen (2x9).

180. If twenty-seven is the key number of system three, and eighteen of system two, then nine must be the key number of system one. The total would be fifty-four—again nine.

181. VSK does ask, rightly, whether tone and numbers do correlate, as they seem to yield different results. 

When the sense of hearing on all planes is perfected (which is brought about by the Law of Economy rightly understood) these three great Words or phrases will be known.

182. We see how far we are from the perfection of hearing.

183. The hearing or comprehension of the four sounds on the seventh or lowest level of the buddhic plane must have much to do with the mastery of the four elements.

184. We note that “all planes” are involved. The exposition of the nature of the senses thus far given, stops short of the monadic and logoic planes. Presumably, the ninefold word cannot possibly be comprehended without the addition of these highest two planes (of abstraction).

185. Perfected hearing reveals the A U M in its twenty-onefold nature. The hearing available on the lowest of the buddhic subplanes may refer to the lower thirty-five subplanes which include the atmic and all subsidiary planes.

  The Knower will utter them in his own true key, thus blending his own sound with the entire volume of vibration,
186. The “true key” of the Knower is probably the key of the Monad, which key would be necessary if the ninefold Word were to be added to the sevenfold and fivefold Words.

187. We have here a description of identification produced through sound.

188. There can be identification through touch and also through sight. Probably the major sensory potency associated with every plane offers opportunity for identification.

 and thereby achieving sudden realisation of his essential identity with Those Who utter the words.

189. DK is telling us how we may achieve identification with the three great Entities Who utter the three great Words—the Entities Brahma, Vishnu and Shiva.

190. What follows is a list of extraordinary results to be achieved by the sounding of the three great Words.

  As the sound of matter or of Brahma peals forth in his ears on all the planes, he will see all forms as illusion and will be freed, knowing himself as omnipresent.
191. Omnipresence is the quality of Brahma.

192. This revelation is symbolized by the revelation to Arjuna of the entire Form of God, with Krishna (Arjuna’s Charioteer) conferring this revelation.

193. From this we learn that the illusion of form is that which prevents one from realizing his own omnipresence.

194. The major illusions of time and space will be overcome.

  As the sound of Vishnu reverberates within himself, he knows himself as perfected wisdom, and distinguishes [Page 219] the note of his being (or that of the Heavenly Man in whose Body he finds place) from the group notes, and knows himself as omniscient.

195. Omniscience is the quality of the Vishnu.

196. Wisdom forever is. Its gaining is a re-gaining; its cognition is re-cognition.

197. There are many notes to be distinguished, but only one fundamental note which the Monad must determine in relation to the Heavenly Man of which that Monad is an expression.

198. Wisdom is needed in the adaptation of matter to Spirit. That wisdom is eternally present and is accessed through the “sound of Vishnu”.

  As the note of the first or Mahadeva aspect, follows upon the other two, he realises himself as pure Spirit and on the consummation of the chord is merged in the Self, or the source from which he came. 

199. The “sound of Mahadeva” must be related to omnipotence—the realization in the initiate that he is the source of all power.

200. What is the “consummation of the chord”? We can think of it as the fundamental note of matter, the perfect third of personality, the fifth of soul and the octave of the Monad.

201. We are discussing the equivalence in sound to the state of samadhi.

 Mind is not, matter is not, and nought is left but the Self merged in the ocean of the Self. 

202. The Self subsumes all within its nature. Although Spirit and matter are one, and mind, the intermediary, one with them—only the Self or Life remains.

 At each stage of relative attainment, one of the laws comes into sway,—first the law of matter, then the law of groups, to be succeeded by the law of Spirit and of liberation.

203. We may say that the “law of matter” relates to the Law of Economy. The law of groups is to be related to the Law of Attraction. The law of Spirit and of Liberation is to be related to the Law of Synthesis.

204. Disciples in the modern era are dealing mostly with the Law of Attraction, reaching towards the Law of Synthesis and leaving behind the Law of Economy (at least in its strictly human application).

II. THE SUBSIDIARY LAWS

The subsidiary laws under the Law of Economy are four in number, dealing with the lower quaternary:

205. As previously stated, there may be a way to relate each of the four subsidiary laws to one of the dimensions of personality (the personality as a whole, the mind, the astral nature and the etheric-physical nature).

1. The Law of Vibration, dealing with the key note or measure of the matter of each plane.

206. Each plane has its musical keynote, to which key the matter of that plane vibrates (in some cases, exactly in unison, and in other cases harmoniously).

207. The word “measure” is interesting. Its usual musical significance indicates a rhythmic unit that includes a prescribed number of “beats” (or emphases which, given no change in tempo, are separated by the same unit of time) With every keynote a certain frequency of vibration is associated, and it may be this that is meant by the term “measure”—used in a slightly different sense that its usual musical usage.

208. This keynote or measure will be determined on the atomic subplane of any plane, and it is this subplane which correlates with the Law of Vibration when that law is considered from a solar systemic perspective (for the Law of Vibration is a systemic law). 

  By knowledge of this law the material of any plane in its seven divisions can be controlled.

209. The control of all subplanes of a plane comes from the atomic subplane of that plane. The key note or measure of the plane holds the key to all vibrations which derive from that keynote.

210. It is possible that every subplane is characterized by vibrations which are divisions (by 2, 3, 4, etc.) of the original keynote (but using this system of division, the inconvenient possibility of arriving at irrational numbers exists and vibrations must necessarily occur in frequencies derived only from integers. On the other hand, the keynote or key measure of the atomic subplane of any plane may be considered to be derived from multiples of the various subplane vibratory levels. 

211. In any case, we can suppose with relative assurance that there is a mathematical relationship between the vibratory frequency characteristic of each subplane and the fundamental frequency of the key note or key measure on the atomic subplane.

2. The Law of Adaptation, is the law governing the rotary movement of any atom on every plane and subplane.

212. Adaptation is a factor which is related to time. Rotary motion is measured in terms of cycles achieved per unit of time (i.e., so many revolutions/rotations per unit of time).

213. Adaptation occurs, often, through a slowing down or speeding up of a rotating unit with respect to another unit that sets the standard. “Some move ahead; he follows after; some move behind; he sets the pace”.

214. Every rotating unit has its appropriate frequency of rotation given the rotating units with which it is associated and the preeminent frequency  to which all frequencies must accord.

215. The application of this Law of Adaptation to discipleship on the human level may be inferred without too much difficulty.

3. The Law of Repulsion, governs that relationship between atoms, which results in their non-attachment  and in their complete freedom from each other;

216. We can understand that the Law of Repulsion promotes freedom and has a close relation to the first ray (and to that part of the sixth ray which is allied to the first ray).

 it also keeps them rotating at fixed points from the globe or sphere of opposite polarity.

217. We realize that the structure of our solar system is dependent for its maintenance upon the Law of Repulsion.

218. Another way of saying this is that sustained, relational position in space depends upon the Law of Repulsion. Yet the Law of Attraction must also be involved. Probably, it is the combination of the Law of Attraction and Law of Repulsion which absolutely fix the position of any unit in space.

219. This is a law which protects individuality, preventing the unit from being prematurely absorbed into greater units. When premature absorption occurs (as it does under conditions of prematurely enforced homogeneity), then there is a negating of the will and design of the absorbed unit. This is clearly detrimental to the whole.

220. One thinks of our solar system and wonders whether the various contiguous orbits are not home to planets of opposite polarity. For instance, from this perspective, Venus and Earth would be (at least temporarily) of opposite polarity as would the Earth and Mars. Interestingly, we are told that at this time, Earth is in a “masculine” incarnation and Venus in a “feminine”.

221. Yet these thoughts must also be compared to the rule that “like repels like” (as when the positive poles of two magnets repel each other).

4. The Law of Friction, governs the heat aspect of any atom, the radiation of an atom, and the effect of that radiation on any other atom.

222. Let us tabulate the three factors mentioned in relation to the Law of Friction:

a. It governs the heat aspect of any atom

b. It governs the radiation of an atom

c. It governs the effect of that radiation on any other atom.

223. We know that friction increases activity and thus heat. May this be so because the motion which causes friction confers/imparts energy which increases motion in the unit to which the motion is imparted, and thus increases heat?

224. When heat increases, radiation increases.

225. For the effects of radiation to take place, close contact is not necessary. Thus it is more difficult to see how the Law of Friction governs the effect of generated radiation on any other atom. All that might be said is that according to the heat generated through friction, so will be the quantity of radiation which will impact other atoms.

226. Interestingly, harmonious vibration will reduce friction. Thus are the four and the seven related—or, as given here, the first subsidiary law and the fourth. 

227. Thought will reveal that all these four subsidiary laws are interrelated.

Every atom of matter can be studied in four aspects, and is governed by one or other, or all of the four above mentioned laws.

228. No matter what the atomic unit, the four subsidiary laws will apply to them. Below the atom of matter is discussed in relation to the four laws.

a. An atom vibrates to a certain measure.

229. According to the Law of Vibration

b. It rotates at a certain speed.

[Page 220]

230. According to the Law of Adaptation

c. It acts and reacts upon its environing atoms.

231. According to the Law of Repulsion (and presumably, according to the Law of Attraction as well).

d. It adds its quota to the general heat of the atomic system, whatever that may be.

232. According to the Law of Friction

233. It may be said that the Law of Attraction contributes to the activation of the Law of Friction because it brings into association those atoms which do not relate along the line of least resistance. Thus, friction is produced.

These general rules relating to atomic bodies can be extended not only to the atoms of the physical plane, but to all spheroidal bodies within the system, and including the system also, regarding it as a cosmic atom.

234. And this we could do as an exercise with interesting results. Suppose we apply these four subsidiary laws to the solar atom. To say that the solar atom vibrates to a certain measure, rotates at a certain speed, acts and reacts upon its environing atoms, and adds its quota to the general heat of the atomic system (whatever that may be) congers images which challenge the imagination. 

235. Some of the information to clarify the motions of the solar atom is given in TCF, but other information is not given. Conjecture can be made. What, for instance, is the key note or key measure of our solar atom? What is its place in space relative to the other solar atoms with which it is associated? All location in space is engineered by the Law of Attraction working in tandem with the Law of Repulsion. As far as the speed of rotation of our solar atom we know it through scientific observation—if the our Sun is considered our solar atom, then that rotation is approximately twenty-seven days. If the entire ring-pass-not of the solar system is considered as the solar atom, then the period of rotation is given by the Tibetan as about one hundred thousand years! Well, we don’t know this as a fact, but we can hold it among many other hypotheses suggested by the Tibetan.

The tiny atom of the physical plane, a plane itself, a planet, and a solar system all evolve under these rules, and all are governed by the Law of Economy in one of its four aspects.

236. Let us tabulate the kinds of atoms which “evolve under these rules”:

a. The tiny atom of the physical plane

b. Probably the tiny atoms of the subtler planes

c. Planes themselves (considered as spheres), and presumably the spheres called subplanes

d. Planets

e. Solar systems

f. Constellations (if in some manner we can consider them to be spherical) 

g. Presumably galaxies as well, etc.

It might be added in closing, that this law is one that initiates have to master before They can achieve liberation.

237. We cannot escape rendering unto Caesar that which is Caesar’s. One cannot catapult himself into a higher level of development before fulfilling the lower levels. Each higher level of development must rest upon a strong foundation.

238. Another way of viewing this is that natural laws must be fulfilled and maintained before the laws of the soul and Spirit can be fulfilled.

  They have to learn to manipulate matter, and to work with energy or force in matter under this law;

239. A true Master or adept can do this.

 they have to utilise matter and energy in order to achieve the liberation of Spirit, and to bring to fruition the purposes of the Logos in the evolutionary process.

240. We stand upon the platform of matter/form as we attempt to enter the worlds of Spirit/soul. It is not possible to skip any phase of development. All proceeds gradually and by grades.
241. VSK queries: “What may this ‘working with energy and manipulating matter actually look like in the life of an initiate?” 

242. May it be suggested that in the building of potent, beautiful and intelligent thoughtforms to aid the Divine Plan may be seen the power to manipulate matter. The Masters and higher initiates do not bother much with the manipulation of physical plane matter as their knowledge of magic is such that correct work upon the mental plane will automatically contribute to the desired changes upon the physical.

243. VSK states: “We next begin Solar Fire, but before we do that, we have two fortnight periods to review Fire by Friction, and our process of dealing with this material, after a year of collective endeavour.”
