Mars in Virgo and Pisces
Mars in Virgo or Mars in Relation to Virgo

(from Esoteric Astrology)

Mars in Relation to Virgo Stimulates a “Quickening”
“The power of Mars is lessened in Libra; this is the sign of interlude and Mars is temporarily quiescent, prior to gathering his forces for a renewed effort in Scorpio or for the ‘quickening’ of the spiritual life in Virgo, according to which way the wheel is turning for the man. (EA 250)

Specific Expressions of Mars in Virgo

1. In Relation to the Dense Physical Vehicle: Under this combination the physical body is committed or dedicated to labor—to focussed work with physical substance. Mars and Virgo both either transmit or are associated with the third and sixth rays, and these two rays focus energy upon the material plane. The body is used skillfully and kept “in good working order” through strenuous work or strenuous exercise. “Blood rushes” to the area of the small intestines; this reflects the stimulation of the solar plexus center and various associated minor centers in the abdominal area. In relation to the body there is an emphasis placed upon optimizing physical energy through right assimilation, promoted through right selection of foods. Strenuous physical disciplines (in relation to food, exercise, schedule, etc.) are used to optimize physical functioning.

2.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to the Etheric Vehicle: This combination is focused on keeping the etheric body magnetically pure and clean. There is an emphasis on promoting etheric functioning through the cleansing effects of environal selectivity. Pure food, pure air, pure surroundings, right exercise, etc., are used to eliminate etheric obstructions, congestions and deficiencies. If “cleanliness is next to Godliness”, the Godliness thought is experienced when impurities no longer clog or reduce the functioning of the etheric system. 

3.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to the Astral Vehicle: The influence of Mars is always in danger of  stimulating fanaticism—which is desire focussed so excessively that the resultant disproportionate emphasis is destructive to the field in which the desire is focussed. Mars in Virgo gives a double sixth ray, and both these influences are capable of narrow and exclusive focussing. Together, they can influence the astral body towards a condition of militant intolerance, and a rejection of many impacting energies and forces—coming from persons, places and things. At best, the strong desire for purity and perfection can cleanse the astral magnetism, preventing its attachment to sub-standard objects of desire. This, at length, will have an elevating effect, reorienting desire towards aspiration.

4.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to the Concrete Mind: Mars in Virgo enhances the critical and analytical qualities of the lower mind. Mars is sharp and Virgo, discriminating. Sharp discrimination is the result. The real purpose this faculty is to reject all thought which does not contribute to the birthing of the “Mind that is in Christ”, but at first, a mercilessly critical attitude may emerge. This desire for right selection is not pursued dispassionately. The influence of Mars upon the mental field will rarely if ever be dispassionate, because Mars is the planet of passion. The Tibetan has compared the loveless mind to a rapidly revolving wheel which spins off all who would approach. “Mind repels by a powerful, strong vibration, casting off all that is contacted, as a wheel casts off all that hinders its whirling periphery.” (TWM 81) Mars in Virgo can contribute to such a condition, and must be brought under the influence of soul love. Then will the soul have a mental instrument which is devoted to achieving perfection in the field of matter, but which refuses to violate the Law of Love in doing so. At last there eventuates what might be called a ‘perfectionistic devotion to the Reappearance of the Christ in the field of matter’.

5.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to the Personality as a Whole: With respect to the personality, Mars in Virgo can function very materialistically, at first. The early mantram for Virgo—”Let matter reign”—blends with the sensory, materialistic bias of Mars, to produce much focussed activity within the material/sensory sphere—the three lower worlds of human evolution. Virgo represents the material environment and the many orders of lower devic life which have built it under higher direction. Mars (aided by Vulcan) exerts power upon these lower forces—cutting, moving, removing, re-arranging, building, tearing down, etc.. This is one of the influences representing man’s conquest (Mars) of Nature (Virgo). In this earlier phase, Mars is the servant of the third aspect with which Virgo is so much associated. (EA 194, 280)  This combination contributes a line of vigorous, intelligent energy to the overall presentation of personality—a personality “not afraid [Mars]of work [Virgo]”.

6.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to Glamor: The glamors associated with Mars in Virgo arise from a preoccupation with “doing things right physically”. (cf. R&I 126) How often the perfect kills the good! The desire to be perfect can kill that which is slowly rising, through ever lessening states of imperfection, towards the Good. In relation to this combination, the Old Commentary’s sound advice to those upon the sixth ray holds good: “Love more your fellow men.” (EP II  372) Perfection is for the Christ; thus, Christ-like methods must be used to achieve it.

7.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to Necessary Transmutations: This combination is particularly adept at so applying the “Frictional Fires” within the field of matter, that sufficient heat arises to create a transmutative burning ground. Mars in Scorpio is similar and even more drastic. Mars in Virgo gives us friction in the service of material refinement—fire (Mars) applied to the qualitative perfecting (Virgo) of matter. The endless material disciplines of Mars in Virgo are, precisely, transmutative.
8.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to Sex: There is with this combination, perhaps, less passion and complete giving of the self, because the discipline of selectivity is at work. The emphasis, as we have seen, is upon “doing things right, physically”, and this may apply to the sexual field, with a possible emphasis upon technique resulting. This would lead to a degree of emotion detachment during the act itself.

An entirely different response is also possible—militant (Mars) celibacy (Virgo). The desire to purify the entire area of sexuality may lead to non-participation. This is a drastic solution, but Mars in Virgo is given to fanaticism along various lines. If one looks at the history of Christianity (a Scorpionic religion, the Tibetan informs us), its horoscope could well have the Sun in Scorpio with the ruling planet Mars, placed in chaste Virgo. Pisces, then, would be the Ascendant.

The relation to birth must also be considered, because Mars is the planet of “birth” and “generation” (“Mars was the Lord of birth, of death, of generation and destruction.” {EA 661}), and because Virgo is ever associated with preparation for birth. A responsibility to “be fruitful and multiply” may result—as it has among many connected with the Catholic Church, and with the nationals of those countries, and the adherents of those religions which place a premium upon procreation. The two other lunar signs (Taurus and Cancer) are also involved in this urge towards procreation, and Mars in Taurus and Mars in Cancer must necessarily be involved.

9.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to the Management and Expenditure of Energy: Mars in Cancer was retentive and economical. Mars in Virgo is both of these, and both selective and skillful in the Management and Expenditure of energy as well. The Virgoan emphasis upon technique ensures that Martian energy is properly channeled, with right proportion in its application, so that it will do the most good. Mars in Capricorn has similar possibilities, which are even more powerful. In all questions of work, economy and efficiency are every considered important. Mars in Virgo is an inherently practical combination, giving the possibility of technical mastery of energy upon the physical plane.

10.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to Courage: This may not be one of the most overtly courageous combinations, but it is intelligent. David slew Goliath through bravery, yes, but through intelligence especially. The exoterically Mercurial signs modify bravery with intelligence. Ulysses had both—courage and shrewd intelligence in the service of that courage. Those who handle artillery (often under the fifth ray) may not be in the front lines (where one must be ready to confront the terror of hand-to-hand combat), but the effect of their ballistic skill can be decisive in the outcome of the war.

Similarly as in the case of Mars in Cancer, devotion (in this case, the double sixth ray) can augment daring. For those who are sufficiently advanced, a self-sacrificing loyalty is also probable, and this, with devotion, can bring about a willingness to confront very dangerous situations.

11.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to Aspiration: Aspiration is keen, and focussed, under this combination—though naturally, with less “fire” than when Mars is placed in any of the three fire signs. Mars in Virgo gives a double sixth ray which strengthens the aspirational tendencies. Characteristically, aspiration is towards states of purity which the aspiring one seeks to see materialize within the field of matter. Mars in Virgo (an earth sign) can produce the “practical mystic”, capable of working, in this world for a better world reflective of a higher world. 

12.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to Idealism: The combination is potentially very idealistic, especially once materialistic selfishness has been overcome. As suggested, the idealism inclines to be a practical idealism, including the presence of a transmuted, transformed and transfigured material base.

13.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to Life’s Battlefield and the Readiness and Willingness to Fight: There is no great tendency or willingness to fight, but those under this combination will certainly do so in response to the call of duty. Dedication, devotion and loyalty will also stimulate the will, dutifully, to fight—in the early days to protect one’s children and dependents (for Virgo is very much the sign of Motherhood), and later to protect an ideal which one cherishes.
14.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to the Nature of Personality Rebellion against the Soul:  Mars , in the ‘atmosphere’ of Virgo, can so stir up involvement with matter and form, directing so much energy and attention towards material enterprise and material improvement, that it becomes difficult to arouse any interest in cultivating the light, love and life of the soul. The personality rebels through preoccupation with matter. The “trees” are visible; the “forest” (the wider, higher life) is lost to sight.  So many apparently ‘real’ things (i.e., material things) are desired, that one has no time for the ‘unreal’ things (the intangibilities) of the higher worlds. With respect to soul values and soul realities, the earth signs (especially when stimulated by worldly Mars) often express a rejecting energy. They are so busy doing what apparently has to be done, that they have to time for subtle things.
15.  Mars (in Virgo) in Relation to Personality Cooperation with the Soul: Later upon the reversed wheel, heights of devotion can be achieved and great “labors of love”. No chore is too difficult or too tedious for the personality to undertake if it means mobilizing for the soul. Mars in Virgo is a hard (Mars) worker (Virgo), who believes that love and work are one and the same. This combination is well suited to the life of discipleship, which unlike the life of the aspirant, is committed to hard work in service of a higher ideal or idea. The Mars in Virgo combination shows that the personality (Mars) is definitely under the training (Virgo) of the disciplining, nurturing soul (Virgo) and there is a “quickening” of soul life. (EA 250) Add the Saturn influence and you have the perfect prescription for ‘spiritual domestication’. The labors and discomforts are only preparatory to entry into a higher kingdom of nature (the Fifth Kingdom of Souls). Without such training, the applicant would be unfit for the higher worlds. Add the Virgoan Vulcan influence to Mars in Virgo, and it can readily be seen how this combination helps the personality “shape up” for a higher living.

Mars in Pisces or Mars in Relation to Pisces

(from Esoteric Astrology)

1. Mars Rules the Third Decanate in Pisces (on the Reversed Wheel):

“[Alan] Leo gives us Jupiter, the Moon and Mars. He indicates, therefore, the success which is incident to proved discipleship and consequent readiness for initiation, the seeing of the vision with which Jupiter rewards the disciple, and the experience which Vulcan confers. Vulcan has been hitherto hidden, but its influence has steadily superseded all lunar control, for the personality or form side of life is lost to sight in the radiance of the Sun, the soul....We have consequently a vision of the Sun, the experience of the personality and effort, which is the mode of attainment governed by Mars. (EA 132-133)
2. Mars Rules the Third Decanate in Pisces (on the Ordinary Wheel, as well)

3. According to Sepharial, the three decanates are governed by Saturn‑Jupiter‑Mars, presenting opportunity to work off karma and to be successful in so doing and indicating the method employed, that of conflict and of war. (EA 132)
4. Mars rules the third decanate of Pisces, if Pisces is partitioned among the members of the Water Triplicity. Scorpio, exoterically ruled by Mars, would then correspond to the third decanate.

Specific Expressions of Mars in Pisces

1.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to the Dense Physical Vehicle: As is the case with Mars in the other mutable signs, the body is less strengthened than when Mars is found in fixed and cardinal signs. This is, potentially, a strongly emotional combination (though, all things being equal, usually not strong physically), and the condition of the astral body will have a substantial effect upon the resistance and endurance of the dense physical mechanism. Perhaps there will be relatively greater physical strength in the third decanate, which is assigned to Scorpio and ruled by Mars, itself. Symbolically, at least, there must be the strength to work off Karma in ‘final battles’ before the beginning of a new cycle. 

Mars gives power to whatever part of the body it touches. Pisces rules the feet, and Mars in Pisces will, in quite a literal sense, give strength in the use of the feet—whether in kicking or dancing, walking, hiking or running. The treading of the long, long Path requires fortitude and endurance, and Mars in Pisces can help one “stay on his feet”, and thus ‘with-stand’ difficult and fatiguing situations. The fluids within the physical system may also be strongly activated, affecting the lymph, and producing much perspiration and many tears.

2.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to the Etheric Vehicle: The etheric body, which transmits all manner of energies (personal and spiritual)  will carry much emotional energy. There is a significant presence of the sixth ray in this combination, for Mars is a predominantly sixth ray planet and Pisces transmits the sixth and second rays constellationally. Hence, the solar plexus and heart centers are activated, and especially the solar plexus (whereas with second ray Jupiter in Pisces, the heart center would receive a greater share of the energy). Depending upon the stage of evolution, noteworthy opportunity exists to transfer the energy of the solar plexus center towards and, finally, into the heart center. This is always an emotional process (as selfish and unselfish energies are in conflict); when water signs are involved, the process is still more emotional.

3.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to the Astral Vehicle: Pisces is, perhaps, the most sensitive of the signs, and this combination, in itself, contributes strongly to emotionalism—and sometimes, irrational emotionalism. The person is easily ‘moved’ or swayed by emotional appeals and language; sympathies (Pisces) are easily aroused (Mars) by painful situations. When pity and compassion are awakened, the Mars in Pisces person becomes highly motivated to end the cause of the pain perceived. ‘Feelings’ are easily ‘hurt’, and the energy of desire is mobilized to protect the astral nature of self and others from hurtful impacts. The person is easily moved to tears and has difficulty being objective about the “condition of the waters.” Additionally, there is a strong “desire to believe” (almost a will-to-believe), often in what most would consider impossible or, at least, improbable. This tendency can result in an unrealistic approach to life. Frequently there is a fervent faith which, hopefully, is counter-balanced by common sense.

4.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to the Concrete Mind: In and of itself, Mars in Pisces does not reinforce the characteristic functioning of the concrete mind. The strongest line of force from this combination influences the astral nature. Sentimentality is a kama-manasic condition blending, almost inextricably, feeling with thought. For the sentimental person, there is no thought without its accompanying feeling; thus, mental objectivity and detachment are difficult of achievement. Mars in Pisces induces sentimentality, and inclines the mind to think what the emotions what it to believe. The condition is entirely other than Mars in Virgo, which added keen discrimination to the functioning of the lower mind. Mars in Pisces, however, can incline the person to believe whatever he wishes despite the evidence. This can be a prescription for fantasy and consequent maladaptive living; but on occasion, the evidence is false, and the faith correct—for faith has been called by St. Paul, “the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things unseen.” In any case, if the Mars in Pisces position is focal in the astrological chart, effort will be needed to establish firmly the independent functioning of the concrete mind, lest it be overpowered by feeling and emotion.

5.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to the Personality as a Whole: The powerful sixth ray of Mars in Pisces will color the personality accordingly. There is faith in that which unseen, and the personality functions as if those unseen factors were tangible realities. Mars is not a subtle planet, but in Pisces a degree of subtlety is acquired. There are initiatives, but they are quieter, less direct, more oblique, but often quite effective, nonetheless—“behind the scenes”. This subtlety can function for good or for ill; if for ill, the personality quietly pursues its own selfish desires, seeking to preserve its satisfactions within the field of matter; if for good, the disciple quietly works to fight against the snares of materiality and orient himself towards higher, more subtle dimensions.

6.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to Glamor and Necessary Transmutations and Transformations: The entire field of glamor is activated by this combination, with a special focus on glamor, proper, rather than on illusion (mental) and maya (etheric). Glamor, simply understood, is distortion, and Pisces (perhaps through its orthodox ruler Jupiter) gives a tendency towards exaggeration and, through Neptune (its special ruler), the tendency to over-imagination and fantasy. Under the Mars in Pisces influence there may appear the fervent pursuit of the unreal. The person may be full of faith, full of devotion, but blind to actualities—how things actually are within the tangible world. Mars governs the desires, and under Pisces desire may pursue will-o-the-wisps—possibilities which vanish into nothingness as one approaches them. Mars in Pisces is, potentially, a militantly mystical combination, and with it comes the many glamors of the Path, and the “glamor of aspiration” itself (all these glamors amounting to a militant, self-convinced, escape from reality). Under this influence, one may develop the “crusader” mentality, thinking that he must (militantly) ‘save’ others. This combination can be called, graphically and picturesquely, the “salvation army”.

What is needed is purification—especially of the emotional nature. This combination points to the need for ‘drying’ (after many purificatory tears) so that things can be seen as they are, no longer subject to the refractions of the watery sentient nature. 

7.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to Sex: The sexual impulse is, in this case, is desire-driven. It does not occur because of super-abundant vitality which builds up and must be discharged, but because of a deep craving for intimacy and for the elimination of boundaries. Pisces brings susceptibility and vulnerability, and Mars—impulse. Upon the Mutable Cross, and even upon the early Fixed Cross, one expects no very great regulation of the sexual urges from this combination. But later, when soul is more firmly in charge of its personality, there can be a self-sacrificial consecration of the sexual energy for purposes of service with tendencies towards celibacy (similarly to Mars in Virgo). Mars in Pisces is a combination which can be effective in the process of sublimation—the elevation of heavier energies into their subtler, more ethereal counterparts.

8.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to the Management and Expenditure of Energy: Pisces is an energy which leads to dissolution and diffusion; it is not an energy which establishes firm boundaries. Thus, within the ‘atmosphere’ of Pisces, the efforts associated with Mars may be ill-focused and dissipate into futility. But, when experience is greater and the will stronger, there can be a Martian determination to finish (Pisces) certain karmically related tasks, and a militant focusing of energy upon precisely those tasks. There may be energy lost in the ensuing karmic battles, but they are necessary battles.

9.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to Courage: The personality can be courageous—Pisces is one of the most courageous signs, because it has so much to face, and so much to relinquish. The courage of this combination will be quiet courage—often known only to the man, himself, and his God. This is an entirely different situation from that of Mars in Aries or Leo, where acts of courage are so often accompanied by fanfares. Frequently there will be bravery in silence, and unseen risks taken to assist others who will never know the source of their help. (The opposite is also true, and hidden enemies can operate under this combination, quietly concealing their aggression and the harm they wish to do.)

10.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to Aspiration: Just as desire was strong (and blind) in early evolutionary days when the directive to the human soul under Pisces was, “Go forth into Matter”, so aspiration will be strong in latter days. Just as Mars inclined a man to endless desires within the ocean of matter, so, later, it inclines him to aspire towards the things of the soul and spirit, and to be incessantly discontent with his bondage—bondage and freedom being the great Piscean themes.

11.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to Idealism: When unfoldments during the long course of human evolution make the appearance of idealism possible, Mars in Pisces is one of the most idealistic combinations—almost to excess. Reality, to Pisces, is of “another world”, of a higher dimension or plane. Pisces is the sign of consummation, and in the three worlds of human evolution there is no consummation, no completion, no perfection. This is a combination which feeds “divine discontent”, and the longing for fulfillment in an ideal state—whether that state precipitates into the physical world, or whether the aspiring one “goes” towards that state—ascending from the physical world (this being a far more likely possibility in relation to Mars in Pisces). Upon the Fixed Cross, to these strong idealistic tendencies, there is added the quality of selflessness—so fundamental to the consciousness of the developed Piscean individual. Selfless, self-sacrificing idealism—this attitude is possible when the energy of Mars in Pisces is re-oriented towards soul expression.

12.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to Life’s Battlefield and the Readiness and Willingness to Fight: Fighting under Mars in Pisces is not normally overtly combative, but as the Tibetan says of the sixth ray person—“As a soldier, he hates fighting but often when roused in battle fights like one possessed.” (EP I  209). This combination contributes a powerful sixth ray to any human energy system. Thus, if the cause is great enough; if the ideals are high enough—the Mars in Pisces person will fight “as if it were the end of the world”, as if there were nothing to lose, for indeed there is a “do or die” attitude about this position, and intimations of decisive final battles even hover in the consciousness.

The individual battleground (especially upon the later Mutable Cross and upon the Fixed Cross) will focus on final confrontations with karmic obstacles and conditions which demand redress. Will one have the courage to face decisively these long residual and limiting conditions? Can one with faith fight the final battle which brings on the deluge of personal pralaya—with eyes of faith focussed upon the opportunity of the coming cycle and not preoccupied with the inevitable losses of the cycle which is terminating. The battlefield in Pisces is with “unfinished business”, and the battles may occur in silence. Mars in Pisces gives the courage to endure them.

More externally and objectively, Mars in Pisces confers the trait of self-sacrifice, and promotes the tendency to fight for the liberation and release for those who are less privileged—the unfortunate, the persecuted and down-trodden. This combination is a great defender of the weak. Of course, one must make sure that he does not wrongly envision people as weak, subtly dis-empowering them, just so he can have the dubious privilege of defending and saving them!


13.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to the Nature of Personality Rebellion against the Soul: At this time in human development and on the threshold of the Aquarian Age,  Pisces represents the old order, the power structure of the departing Age. In the reactionary consciousness, Mars in Pisces battles to preserve and defend this old order and its authoritarianism. We might think of this influence, negatively, as the ‘militancy of the Forces of Obstruction’. The many religious battles of the past five hundred years (for instance, between Protestant and Catholic) can be understood in this light. In our own century Nazism and aspects of Communism have also been idealistically and militantly reactionary, and can be similarly understood.

We might also think of Mars in Pisces as stimulating what might be called the ‘forces of irrationality and blind belief’. This is a fight against the principle of detachment from personality life, a fight for continued affiliation with the material element. The battling personality wishes to remain a “submerged fish” and not become, let us say, a “flying fish”—free from the “ocean of matter”. Such an application of the Mars in Pisces force is definitely involutionary, forcing the submergence of the human soul.

14.  Mars (in Pisces) in Relation to Personality Cooperation with the Soul: The potential selflessness of this combination is high. The advancing disciple under Mars in Pisces is willing to tread the Path unto the end, no matter what the sacrifice may be. Pisces is the sign of self-effacement, self-renunciation and self-dissolution—the dissolution of the lower ego in the energy and purposes of the soul. Having abandoned selfish desire, and in a spirit of often militant self-effacement and self-renunciation, the disciple influenced by this combination will fight (with detachment and surrender) for  mercy, charity, and sympathy in human affairs and, in general, for the redemption and salvation of humanity. The soul (as Solar Angel) is naturally redemptive; this is its raison-d’être within the Fourth Creative Hierarchy (the Hierarchy of Human Monads). At a certain point of development upon the Fixed Cross, this soul will have (under the influence of Mars in Pisces) a personality which stands forcefully (even militantly) in alignment with these redemptive purposes.

15. A Few Points Concerning Mars:
a. Wherever Mars is found, there will be a fight. The sign in which Mars is found will frequently indicate the medium through which the fight will occur.
b. Planets in houses indicate the kind of influence that’s going to come towards the person, because, before a high stage of evolution is reached, people are very subject to circumstance—reactive and not process-active—more passive than initiating spiritual undertakings.
c. The glamors of every planetary position should be listed for esotericists so that they can understand what they are confronting. All planetary positions, responded to in a certain way, can contribute to glamour)

a. Militant self-sacrifice; the hero willing to sacrifice his life
b. Courage to seek self-effacement
