- Asuramaya based all his knowledge of Pesh-Hum. To whom the sun god imparted his knowledge of the stars

- p.62 - from Additional Notes on p.445 - identical with Greek Ptolemaios. "Maya" is actually a tribe or race of Atlantis

SD3- 78 - Asuramaya - of White Island of Atlantis. He actually lived in Romaka-Pura in the West. Name is an illusion to the cradle of the 3rd Race - 2nd and 3rd Races. He was direct descendant of the Wise Race 'that never dies'. Pupil of Surya, the sun god.

SD3- 358 - impossible to assign date to Zoroaster. Numbers of Rishis and Manus are so mixed up. Krishna and Buddha reincarnation mysteries. Osiris, Jesus/Joshua  - each reappeared as one of the  seven powers of the logos.
