IU1- xxxvii - mysteries - Hippocratic oath a mystic obligation to Askeplios - Eleusis

IU1- xl - soma - Eleusinian mysteries

IU1- 15 - Aristotle, time of - materialism, decadence of spirituality; mysteries degenerated into religious fraud

IU1- 19 - Apollonius of Tyana - travels to India - trials of a neophyte

IU1- 25 - Batria - wife of Pharoah - an initiate

IU1- 291 - Arhat - next to a Buddha (4th degree)

IU1- 519 - porphyry sarcophagus was a baptismal font - neophyte was born again and became an adept

IU1- 569 - Agnishtoma - initiation rites of Soma mystery

IU2- 37 - fn. - not improbable that Jesus and John the Baptist were initiated into the  Essene Mysteries

SD5- 136-8 - St Paul -- founder of present Christianity.   And initiate -- brave, honest, sincere man. Nazar - sacrificed hair on the altar of initiation.

SD5- 138 - the Eleusinian Mysteries -- origin of words "Epopteia" and is relation to a Master Mason.  Related to Soma in the Hindu tradition, and is Greek tradition derived from Hindu.

SD5- 152-3 - zodiac - initiation XE "initiation"  - 7 and 12 trials of initiation; Hercules’ birthday taken from day and hour he was born again spiritually; 12 labours of Hercules = 12 zodiacal signs

SD5- 153 - astronomical basis of careers of religious teachers; degrees and trials of initiation XE "initiation" ; descent into darkness/matter (Eleusinian Mysteries in Virgo) to emerge there from as “suns of righteousness” (Leo; Leo/Virgo constitutes the mystery of the sphinx - which is also connected to initiation XE "initiation" ); - Pluto, the nether home of - Heracles leaves

SD5- 161 (fn) - Sun/Osiris; Mercury - death - finale of rite of initiation XE "initiation"  after the 7 and 12 tortures in the crypts were passed through successfully
